Communication & Updates:
We communicate through two platforms: Facebook and KampKlar.
Facebook

If you do not have Facebook, please inform the coaches or team leaders.
KampKlar
After paying the membership, your child will be added to KampKlar.
Here you will find: training sessions, DBU tournaments, paid tournaments, meetings, MCH shifts, etc.
You can see which team your child is playing on, as well as meeting times and locations.
Download the “DBU Fodbold” app.
👉 Please check KampKlar regularly and remember to register attendance on time.

DBU tournaments (3v3 games) are free and usually held on weekdays. If there is a DBU tournament, Wednesday training will be cancelled that week.
In addition, the coaches arrange several paid tournaments.
Membership includes X paid tournaments free of charge. For additional tournaments, there is a parent co-payment of 100 DKK per child.
Payment for tournaments is made via UX MobilePay Box: XXXXXX.
Any surplus from the MobilePay box will be used for the players – for example, ice cream after training or reduced costs for social events.
Participation in paid tournaments is voluntary.

Refereeing / Match Leaders:
In U6 and U7, matches are led by a match leader (parent referee) from one of the participating teams.
This duty rotates among parents. If you cannot take your turn, it is your responsibility to swap with another parent.

Parents’ Duties
As part of membership, all families must help with volunteer shifts:

MCH Arena
Each family must complete at least 2 volunteer shifts per season.
 You sign up in KampKlar and post who will attend 
Volunteer work here is crucial, as it generates money for the the club – which make it possible for each team to get an refund of the paid fee back to the team for tournaments and social activities. 
Tasks include:
· Making hotdogs
· Pouring beer and soda
You will get 3 free food/drink items during your shift. Usually, you can leave during the second half of the match.
It is generally seen as a fun and social experience – especially if several U7 parents take the same shift.
IBF Ikast Cup
This is the club’s big annual summer tournament.
 If your child participates, at least one parent must volunteer (tasks last 2–4 hours).
